TEITUR SHORT BIO July 2009
TEITUR  continues to tour his current album, The Singer.

"I always had the voice and now I am a singer"

 Teitur; (tie'tor)  is a singular name for a singular man. Hailing from the Faroe Islands Teitur is an artist whose songs remind you what music can do for the soul. Teitur first came to the attention of the world when he was signed worldwide to Universal Records US in 2002 and with the release of his 2003 debut album Poetry & Aeroplanes, which won him rave reviews.  Extensive touring included support slots for celebrity fans who include Rufus Wainwright, Aimee Mann and John Mayer. “(Poetry and Aeroplanes) may be one of the best albums to come along in the last five years. Music like this is jet fuel on the fire of a broken heart.” (John Mayer : Esquire Magazine.) 
In 2006, Teitur left Universal, deciding to retain 100% artistic control of his future by putting out records on a label formed with his manager, Arlo and Betty Recordings (named after his 2 vintage Gibson guitars).  In between performing at many major European festivals, Teitur started to record his second album,  Stay Under The Stars, released to great acclaim in Europe and the US in mid 2006 and debuting in the Top 10 in Denmark, subsequently going Gold there and earning him the accolade of Best Singer at the Danish Music Awards (Grammies) in March 2007. 

In mid 2007, Teitur started to pull together the songs that make up his third album: The Singer:

"The songs are written over a time-span of one to seven years. They are stories of events and experiences - like drinking beers on a musty hotel floor with mysterious blues musician Chris Whitley, before he died of cancer (Legendary Afterparty), or stories that I have come across in my lifetime..."

In October Teitur travelled to an island off the coast of Sweden called Gotland with his sound engineer Jonas and arranger Trondur, and recorded the album on a 19th century Swedish Princess' estate, normally a summer destination as a hotel, but at this time of year a beautiful, windswept and somewhat deserted piece of tranquility; interrupted only by the various musicians and singers who came to play or sing on the album, who all stayed at the hotel, during their work on the album.

"This album was made in tranquility and isolation. The result is a very natural  and somehow nordic sounding record. Furthermore it has  similarities to a musical or a book of short stories."

"On the cover of the album is a the picture of a cartoon figure which stands inside the room of an empty dollhouse. It looks almost like a skeleton and it has no face. The figure is a caricature of "The Singer" "

"The Singer" was released in Scandinavia in spring 2008, then Germany, Austria and Switzerland another 10 countries and went straight in the Danish charts at no. 6 and went to no.1 on itunes there in the following week. .........Teitur started his world tour in Europe taking in Denmark, Sweden, Norway, Holland, Belgium and Germany and then squeezed in 2 weeks supporting KT Tunstall in the UK before embarking on a 6 week full band tour of  the US and Canada, for a coast to coast tour running until the beginning of June; to support the release of The Singer.

Teitur then be played a selection of summer Festivals, including opening the main stage at Roskilde, the biggest Festival in Scandinavia, followed by another 3 month European tour, which took in new countries for Teitur, like Italy, finishing 2008 with a sold out show at the Opera House, in Copenhagen, in December. 
The album was released in the France and the UK in mid February 2009 to rave reviews, including Album Of The Week in The Independent and 5/5 Stars in The Guardian. A short French tour and live TV performance with KT Tunstall as his guest and then two UK tours followed, a live session on Radio 2, and playlists for the singles "Catherine The Waitress" and "The Girl I don't know", as well as performances at UK festivals such as Latitude. Teitur returns to the UK for another tour in October around the release of a compilation album and then goes into the studio in January to record his next album.
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
